 - Minimize your presence in the community while in uniform.
 - Make sure you have a list of emergency numbers at each of your home phones and programmed in to your mobile phones.
 - Know where the nearest police station is to your home or on your work or travel route.
 - Avoid wear or display of items that clearly indicate that you are a U.S. citizen.
 - Report any suspicious activity to your local police and the garrison MP desks or the SHAPE Police.
