
HOW TO OBTAIN A MOTORCYCLE DRIVER’s LICENSE  
 
 
1.  The minimum age to apply for a SHAPE motorcycle license is 18 for horse power less 
than 25 KW and 21 for horse power above 25 KW. 
 
2.  Applicants must be in possession of a SHAPE POV driver’s license Category “B” (see 
section 4 above). 
 
3.  In case of absence of a SHAPE license, applicants will have to comply with section 4 
above.   
 
4.  In addition, applicants will have to take a 30 questions written motorcycle test 
conducted by DTS.  Appointment will have to be set up with the DTS instructor.  The 30 
questions test is a prerequisite for attending the Motorcycle Safety Foundation Course 
(MSF) 
 
5.  Applicants who can not proof a successful completion of a motorcycle safety 
foundation (MSF) motorcycle safety course within the last three years will have to sign 
up with DTS to attend either the basic rider course (BRC) or experienced course (ERC).  
The BRC includes 16 hours of classroom and hands-on training and evaluation.   
The ERC is intended for experienced riders who have attended the BRC and includes 
about 8 hours of classroom and hands-on training and evaluation.  Completion of BRC 
is a prerequisite to attending the ERC.   
 
Notes:  
 

1.  Motorcycle riders must be in possession of a current license to attend the 
MSF (BRC and ERC). 

 
2.  US Civilians and family members who do not possess a valid civilian 

license for motorcycle are forbidden from attending the MSF course sponsored by 
the U.S. Forces in Europe. 

 
3.  Personnel in service who do not possess a valid civilian license for 

motorcycle may substitute with a military license (OF 346) in order to attend the 
MSF. 

 
4.  MSF training does not qualify individuals to operate a motorcycle with an 

attached sidecar or a three-wheeled motorcycle. 
 
5.  There is no fee for the motorcycle license.
